Welcome: …..to those who have recently moved to WPV where most residents enjoy the many advantages of townhouse life. As an owner or tenant you are obliged to familiarize yourself with Body Corporate Conduct Rules, a copy of which is available from FSPA – 041 3634668.
WPV Main Gate: After many months or investigation, budget discussions at Trustee meetings and negotiating quotes from several contractors a decision should be finalized shortly. You probably know that the gate installation is ‘tired’, recently a bakkie collided into the left gate, the electronics and drive-motor installations need regular repairs and servicing, gate closing time is rather long so some residents and visitors do not wait for complete closing. You will be informed of approved plans as well as details of temporary disruptions during construction and any other relevant matters. 
Email Addresses: Newsletters/Notices from Trustees are distributed electronically and in addition 19 Newsletter copies are printed and hand delivered to your Unit as a surprisingly large number of residents did not supply email details. Some absentee owners receive an email and the tenant a delivered copy. If you receive this Newsletter by hand delivery and have an email address you are again urged to reply by calling – 0826592709 with email details or reply to this email. Notices can be most urgent such as looming Municipal services failures, internal water/electricity disruptions or security situations. NOTE - urgent notices are not printed for distribution, only emails sent.
Security: During January 2015 a Unit was burgled. There was no injury. Police and Atlas attended, the matter is under investigation; another reminder that safety is the responsibly of us all. Keep your alarm system serviced and up to date. Be wise – stay alive!
AGM: 5.30pm Wednesday 8th April 2015 at Unit 22. Matters that impact on your investment, your life at WPV are discussed; this is the one annual opportunity to meet Trustees and FSPA staff, offer sensible input and opinions.

Exclusive Use Areas (EU)/Common Property (CP): If your private garden (EU) or grassed/paved areas in front your Unit (CP) is to be changed by you please contact a Trustee/FSPA before launching any major work. Cutting trees/shrubs or significant replanting may require approval. All at WPV appreciate those Common Property verges that have been improved or well maintained by owners/tenants. Only new trees/shrubs suitable for townhouses are permitted. It is possible that water restrictions will be imposed unless good rains fall soon so note this if selecting thirsty plants.
Refuse: There are 2 large steel refuse bins allocated by NMBM, providing for refuse for 34 Units, twice a week. There are times when additional refuse can’t be avoided.  We ask that if you have additional refuse or copious garden refuse/bulk waste please do not put all these bags out at one time, rather store in your yard and feed into the removal system over time. Or make arrangements for a private contractor to remove at your cost. Any on site contractors must always include the cost of removing rubble etc off site.

Dogs: Dogs fouling WPV grounds has, reportedly, reduced - yet (disappointing as it is) there are still complaints. Remember it’s not the dogs – it’s the owner/tenants behavior. A recent complaint about this problem was made last week. The complainant is on watch to identify the culprit/s, action will be taken.

Children: When playing in WPV grounds (CP) children are to be supervised - hard ball games are not permitted. Particularly be warned of cars/contractors vehicles which exceed the 20km/hr limit.
