New Main Gate: As we all know countless motor driven sliding gates exist throughout South Africa. Every gate should be considered dangerous on both opening and closing. WPV new gate has an external ‘beam’ which stops gate operation if crossed but please note that no ‘beam’ is installed on the inside of the gate columns. In practical language this means pedestrians (particularly a child or dog) can experience a shocking crush injury or worse if the gate closes and the ‘beam’ is not triggered. A Pressure Sensitive Switch is standard on the Centurion Gate motor (advised by supplier) however on testing, much pressure is exerted before the motor stops. Vehicles too will be damaged if care is not exercised. Don’t ‘tailgate’ the vehicle in front of your car, a dangerous habit. Caution all including your family, staff, contractors and visitors. The second phase of WPV entrance upgrade will start soon; an improved gradient on approach to the exit and water meter protection on the exterior.
New Notice Board: Information is now summarised on one board. The intention is part of our Policy to improve WPV image whenever possible. 

Remotes: An updated schedule is complete with all at WPV given the opportunity to have their Remotes re-set. Thank you for your patience on the morning that was arranged – the exercise was essential as numerous Remotes are believed to be scattered about, increasing security concerns. 
Crime: During May a serious crime incident was reported at The Grange. Working behind the ‘berm’, probably around midnight, criminals bent the electric fence aluminium supports, covered the wires with a blanket and climbed into the grounds. A Unit was broken into triggering an alarm. Owners were at home, upstairs. Noise awoke surrounding families who spotted people in the grounds, the alarm company arrived in a few minutes and the criminals escaped via a taxi waiting at the Shopping Centre. A chase ensued but the taxi was lost south of Walmer. The Grange is upgrading defences. WPV has steel supports for the 12 strand electric fence – more wire strands than The Grange.

Defect Reports:  By the deadline 11 May those who handed in their Reports have had the data captured and this upgrade process will commence shortly. June Trustee meeting will include the subject on the Agenda so that coordinated repairs/other work are carried out by acceptable contractors. If any matters are regarded as most urgent please advise FSPA.
Refuse: Previously you were advised that NMBM altered their refuse collection times. Now it seems (well, until further notice) that we can revert to past refuse collections and place bags for John to collect on Monday/Thursday evenings.
NMBM Subcontract: The contract seems to have re-started. Work continues at night (to date) so a noise problem for a while. Please tolerate this as past complaints reportedly caused the contractor to go off-site. How pleasant to live through a phase when the Water Mains supply does not burst!! 
Petition: Along our western Church Road pavement are old timber poles. Over time many of these have been removed or broken. In fact part of ‘our’ end of Church Road pavement is rather dismal. A “petition’ is contemplated requesting that NMBM removes all remaining timber poles, makes good the resulting holes and upgrades concrete/tarred/grassed areas of the damaged pavement. Current work and many past water pipe repairs caused this damage. If you have any objection to being part of this petition please contact FSPA to object. All other townhouse projects in our node will (hopefully) join the petition.
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
